All play will be governed by USA Hockey Rules.
Players may only be rostered on one team.
All players must have legal equipment.
All teams are required to be ready to play 15 minutes prior to scheduled game
time.
Teams may consist of a maximum of 20 players.
All games will consist of 3 periods, fifteen minutes in length. Games at Colgate on
Saturday will be three periods of 12 minutes in length. There will be no time outs,
or over times.
Teams will play a four-game guaranty with no championship games however
standings will be posted on twitter and Instagram @ironboundhockey.
For standings and during round robin play, teams will earn 2 points for a win, 1
point for a tie and no points for a loss.
Fighting will not be tolerated. Referees will be instructed to gject any players
engaged in fighting.
Referees will be allowed to forfeit the game if a team is guilty of misconduct. Any
team that forfeits a game will be ineligible for Championship or Consolation
games.
Penalties shall be served as follows:
e Minor Penalty: 2.0 min
e Major Penalty: Misconduct: 5.0 min

e Fighting: Ejection from tournament
No appeal shall be allowed from a referee's decision to eject a player from a game
or from the
tournament. No appeal shall be allowed from any discretionary decision or call by a
referee or linesman.
